In addition to preplanned programs, OMC aims to remain flexible to the ever-changing needs of
our diverse community and to bring to our community additional resources. The value of OMC
working as a conduit to increase local resources is reflected in the following contributions made
to local agencies and local efforts in the last year:

- $1,376.50 to Fort Morgan Police Department (FMPD) for dictionaries and phrasebooks to
assist in outreach efforts.

- $930.20 to FMPD in translated forms to assist in service delivery.

- $12,812.00 to Morgan Community College (MCC) for increased ESL hours at the ABE program
located at ABE located on the main campus at Cedar Hall and Workplace Education located
at Cargill Meat Solutions.

- $3,251.57 to provide ESL for Drivers Education classes in partnership with MCC.

- $10,699.00 in funding for Drivers Education.

- $3,511.00 to Fort Morgan Public Library to fulfill the City of Fort Morgan’s matching portion of
a technology grant.

Emerging Community Demographics...

Morgan County Economic Development Corporation (www.morgancountyinfo.com) lists the
following Morgan County demographics on its website:

However, the story of Morgan County’s diversity is in the emerging change. Lutheran Family
Services (LFS) began to recognize the relocation of East African refugees in the Fort Morgan
(county seat) area in 2007. In the summer of 2010, LFS estimated that 1,000-1,200 East African
refugees were living the in the Fort Morgan area. Fort Morgan’s total population is
approximately 12,000. At last report, these refugees include people from the Congo, Eritrea,
Ethiopia, Rwanda, Somali and Sudan. The majority, approximately 90+%, are from Somalia.
The Morgan County School District RE-3 student population of 3,000 students is 51% Hispanic.
There are 23 birth countries represented other than the United States and 11 first languages.
Approximately 30% of the school district’s student population is affiliated with an English as a
Second Language program.

Another important note of correlation (not causality) is that 75% of RE-3 students are eligible
for reduced or free lunches. It can be more difficult to get people in the mood of sharing their
community assets when resources are limited.
